Board your flight to Tel-Aviv, Israel. This full service flight will arrive
the next day.

Arrive Ben-Gurion Airport, and drive to our Dead Sea Hotel where we
will spend the next 3 days. Welcome Dinner and overnight at our
hotel, The Crowne Plaza.

In Beer Sheva, one of the most ancient towns in Israel, we will visit
Abraham'’s wells, and learn of other more recent historic events

in the liberation of Israel. (When you sign up for the tour we will

send you a book by Col Stringer of Australia, 800 Horseman, God’s
History Makers. This book covers the thrilling part the ANZAC,
Australian New Zealand Army Corp, played in the liberation. We want
you to appreciate the memorial to these important forces which you
will see in Beer Sheva.)

We will: Tour the Dead Sea Area. Visit Ein-Gedi where David and his
men camped. Take advantage of the Dead Sea (Yam HaMelach - The
Salt Sea) and its healthy air and mud baths. (You can book massages,
wraps, mud treatments, pedicures, etc. in our spa hotel.)

One morning, after a very early wake-up call, the youth will gather at
the footsteps of Massada for a climb up the famous “snake path.” Hike
up Massada for an unforgettable sunrise over the Dead Sea, and a tour
of the fortress.

Others can ride the cable car up to Massada.

June 20: Leave to travel north along the Jericho and Jordan Valley.
Visit Carmel the place of Elijah, and Megiddo along the way.
Arrive at Ginosar guest house in Tiberias.

June 21: Tour Christian sites around the Sea of Galilee, Capernaum, Mount
Of Beatitudes, boat ride on the Sea, and an afternoon baptismal
service in the Jordan River.

June 22: Tour as we travel to Misgav-Am, where we look over into Lebanon
and see Syria. Here we receive up-to-date info on Israel’s northern
border. Along the way some can enjoy water rafting on the Jordan
(Pending water levels.)

June 23: Tour the Golan-Heights, Gamla and Qatzrin. Visit old Syrian bunkers
and return to Tiberias for overnight.

While in the Galilee, we will visit the site of our soon to be built
Migdal-Arbel Prayer and Study Center.

June 24: Leave Tiberias for Ariel, the capital of Samaria, at the heartland of
[srael. Close interaction with Ariel residents, especially the youth, and

hospitality by Ariel Mayor Mr. Ron Nachman.

June 25: After visits to a military post, Shilo, and Elon Moreh, we continue our
ascent to Jerusalem.

June 26 - 28: Visit sites in and around Jerusalem. Tour Mt of Olives, Gethsemane,
the Upper Room, the Old City, and the City of David, the Western Wall
and Cardo, the Temple Mount, and the Temple Institute, Shorashim
Bookstore.

All along the way we will enjoy speakers on current affairs, Shabbat Dinner, etc.

June 29: After a Farewell Dinner on June 28, we will return to Ben-Gurion
airport in Tel-Aviv where you will board your flights back home.

Good To Know...

A Passport valid for 3 months or more is required for travel to Israel. If your
passport is going to expire on, or before, September 16, 2009, you will need
to have a new passport issued prior to your trip on June 16, 2009. USA
citizens do not need a VISA to enter Israel. Other nationalities please inquire.

The weather in Israel is expected to be warm, with temperatures in the high
80's during the day, and low 50's at night. A light windbreaker / jacket may
be needed. Good walking shoes are a must. One long sleeve shirt will be
needed for visits to religious areas. No ties needed for men but bring a jacket
or sport coat for welcome / farewell dinners.

US dollars are acceptable in Israel and so are most credit cards. It is best to
exchange money at the airport upon arrival, $100 - 200 per person, and later
on during the tour.
